Everything Old is New Again: Some of our older clients may remember that Ontario used to require a written “Certificate of Competency” test before a Commercial Vehicle Operator Registration (CVOR) would be issued. That process was scrapped many years ago; it wasn’t effectively screening out any bad operators because nobody was failing the test. The Ministry of Transportation has recently announced amendments to Regulation 424/97 of the Highway Traffic Act which will again require new truck and bus operators to complete a written test before a CVOR will be issued. This became effective October 1st. The test contains 30 multiple-choice questions and the fee for taking the test- or a subsequent retest- is $32.00
